Depending on your 
health insurance, preventive care services may be covered without your having to 
pay a copayment, coinsurance or meet your deductible. This applies only when 
you use your plan’s network providers. Medicaid benefits vary by state. To confirm 
your level of coverage for preventive care and to make sure your insurance is on 
your doctor’s list of accepted plans, check with your insurance provider, employer 
or your doctor’s office.
